	Step 3 Why: This recognizes leadership support of employee feedback and appreciation to those who took time to share feedback. 

	Step 1 How: Lead by example. Unplug from work on days when you are not working and encourage team members to do the same. 
	Step 3 How: Send email and post on intranet. State specifically what came out of the Culture Audit and how you plan to address areas for development and how you plan to continue supporting and reinforcing areas of strength. 
	Step 2 What: Identify best ways to communicate with employees. 
	Step 3 What: Report back to your employees that their input was valuable, received, and share one or two things you plan to do with the information received.

 - Employees were less agreeable than leaders to the statement "there is a high level of communication across the organization."   

 - Leaders strongly agreed they would be comfortable addressing workplace concerns with leaders whereas employees were less agreeable to the statement "I feel comfortable addressing workplace concerns with my leader."
